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Futurliner Leaving Michigan For Florida Back In The Spring of 2006

This 34th issue of our newsletter continues the semi-annual newsletters now that the vehicle is
completed and on the summer show circuit. This project has been an all-volunteer effort starting in
1998 with the goal of restoring one of the twelve GM Futurliners, originally built in 1940, to its original
and functional condition. The vehicle was donated to the National Automotive and Truck Museum by
Joe Bortz in the early 1990’s and is still owned by the museum in Auburn, Indiana. The restoration
project was led by volunteer Don Mayton in Zeeland, Michigan with a group of nearly 40 volunteers
participating.

The above photo comes out of the archives to show you the specially designed “low-boy” trailer that
the project had to purchase to allow us to take the vehicle to various shows around the country.

What's Happening Lately:

e The crew gets back together each April for the annual maintenance, touch-ups and upgrades.
The heavy show schedule requires continued work on their part to keep the vehicle in tip top
condition. But it is well worth the joy it brings to visitors (and to the crew).

e NATMUS building status — NATMUS has plans to build a new building on the north side of the
existing museum building to house and display the Futurliner. Funds are being raised for this
project. The 30’ wide front of the building will be glass so people can see the vehicle from the
street and parking lot (near also the ACD Museum next door). And the new building will be 60’
long for the 33’ long Futurliner so should be a great display area. A dinner on May 29" is a fund
raiser for the project.

o NATMUS had a major flood this spring with 13” of water in the lower levels where cars, literature
and information is stored.

e A scale model is available for $40 plus $10 S/H. It is 1/64 scale or about 6” long and comes in a
clear plastic display case.
